The decisions made that day by the officers are a terrible aberration and were
unconscionable. Four rogue police officers do not represent what I stand for and what the Monmouth Police
Department stand for. Community caretaking and public safety are what | am committed to and what the
Monmouth Police Department is committed to.

-The reason we as law enforcement are here today is to ensure your voice is heard. We are also here to
provide safety for you while walking down the street.
